How to Enrol as a Volunteer with us in Madagascar

1 :  Each candidate should read our Volunteer Dossier and Cost calculations

2 :  Complete an Application Form stating preferred dates

3 :  Selection process by Dodwell Trust Committee; your CV may be requested.  

4 :  After selection, verify that your passport does not expire during mission.

5 :   Dodwell Trust to provide detailed costings and booking form which the Volunteer should sign and send with cheque for £30 deposit to The Dodwell Trust (this is refundable less expenses, in case of cancellation).

Payment  is  made  in  3  stages: 

a) After selection by Committee, send £ 30 deposit with Booking form

b) Five months before departure, £ 600 is due as part payment,          

c) and the remainder is to be paid three months  before  departure.  

For transparency of account, copies of cost calculations will be sent to you.    

We transfer all volunteer costs to Madagascar and hold them in our £ Sterling account.

Cancellation:  Refunds can be made up to 60 days before travel.  Any reasonable expenses incurred in Madagascar will be deducted before refund.   If cancellation is on medical grounds prior to departure, this should be covered by your insurance policy. 

Volunteers allowance:  When the volunteer is in Mada, the money that he/she paid as allowance for food, rent and travel is given back to each volunteer each month, for his/her expenditure on these items.  

Extras:  You will need to budget for costs of air tickets, visa and insurance.  For personal spending money, we suggest you take from £100-£200 to use on soft drinks, beer, a bicycle, optional weekend excursions, and souvenirs.  

New bicycles are on sale from £25, and can be re-sold after use. 
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6 :  Decide on airline and flights. 3 months is 90 days.  Ask to see our Flights Info page.  Avoid arriving during weekends.

7 :  Dodwell Trust Mitondrasoa to send Information Pack to each volunteer with details of placement, medical facilities, health tips, safety, communication, draft work schedule, host person's name address and tel no.

8 :  Letter of Invitation to be issued by Dodwell Trust Mintondrasoa in Madagascar, for volunteer missions longer than 3 months.  This letter is essential for issuance of Volunteer Visa. 

9 :   Visa application, with Letter of Invitation if required.  Visa Application forms can be downloaded from the Mada Consulate website: www.madagascar.org.uk  The 3 month visa is valid for 90 days maximum.

10 :  If staying in Mada longer than 3 months, you need to take with you a print-out report from your Police HQ confirming lack of criminal record.

11 :  Volunteer to visit local doctor for the inoculations recommended by him 

12 : Volunteer to take out an insurance policy for health, emergencies and belongings.  Please see our Health Guidelines for details.  

13 :  Volunteers are required to advise us of any medical conditions they suffer from, and any medications regularly taken.

14 :  Two months before departure: Final payment of costs, by cheque to The Dodwell Trust in London which we will transfer down to Madagascar in advance of the volunteer's arrival. 

15 :  Final  Briefing documents, Code of Conduct, Kit List.
