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VOHIMANA  (Andasibe)

Most volunteers who comes to ANDASIBE will visit for 3 or 4 days  the conservation site “L’homme et l’environment” situated  in VOHIMANA ( 12 km from ANDASIBE).  Best for    those interested in wildlife.   It has a nice location in forest and many chameleons.

There is a natural swimming pool in a small river.

At the site, there is a distilling unit for essential oils, which should be in use throughout the year, if people are gathering the leaves to feed it.

To reach Vohimana site, you have to walk for 45 mn walk  from the village of AMBAVAHASINA, then following the railway line.  The paths are well marked.

Take all the food you will need, no supplies available in Vohimana.

The village of AMBAVAHASINA is 33 km from ANDASIBE.

The entry fee in this area is 8 000 Ar CV 40 000 Fmg /per.

Christophe is the only guide who speaks English, the others speak French.

There is no electricity. So, candles can be used  very carefully for there are wooden houses.
