This year, due to reduction in planes available, flights to Madagascar are getting more speedily fully booked, and you should check out the airlines and flights.  Please tell us what date and airline you plan to fly so we can let you know other volunteers flight plans around that date. 
 

Volunteer arrivals should be between Sunday afternoon and Wednesday.  If you arrive at night, our team meet you as usual and take you to sleep at our apartment (with bedrooms) below our office.  Next day you are given a 'Welcome lunch' to get to know the Dodwell people before going off with them for training at your placement.

a)  Air France fly London - Paris - Tana.   They sometimes offer cheap low-season 30-day fare on their website.  Their fares are cheapest if booked 6 months in advance.  It’s worth clicking the button marked Promotional offers.  Please see Air France website for destination Antananarivo.  
 

b) Air Mauritius fly London – Mauritius – Tana.  The Saturday flight works well, taking off from London at 20.00 stopping in Mauritius for 2 hours with connection to Mada arriving 15.00 Sunday.  Other days involve a night or day stopover in Mauritius.  They also have flights from Paris via Mauritius to Tana.  Please see their website for info.
 
c) Corsair starts from Paris/ORLY airport.  You can use Eurostar train or airline to get to Paris/Orly.   Please see their website: www.corsairfly.com 

 

d) Air Madagascar: sadly they have just let us know that half their flights are being cancelled since the lease on one of their planes has expired and they can't afford to lease a replacement.   This means our Volunteer special rate is not available this year because so few seats available.  Their flights start from Paris/Charles de Gaulle.
